As in past 
years, we will celebrate several of the Passover holiday services jointly with our friends from Temples Beth Am and 
Beth David, so please be sure to check the calendar on page 2 of this bulletin for the correct dates, times, and 
locations of services.  You will also find a form for selling your chametz on page 4.

Know ye that I, the undersigned, fully empower and permit Rabbi Simeon Kolko to act in my place and stead, and 
in my behalf to sell all chametz possessed by me (knowingly or unknowingly) as defined by the Torah and Rabbinic 
Law (e.g. chametz, possible chametz, and all kinds of chametz mixtures). Also chametz that tends to harden and to 
adhere to inside surfaces of pans, pots or cooking and usable utensils. And to lease all places wherein the chametz 
owned by me may be found, especially in the premises located at:
