All  four  returned  to  the  US  enthusiastic  about  Israel  and  
enthusiastic  about  Judaism.  Birthright  does  that.  Birthright  is  a  wonderful  program,  by  the  way,  offering  free  
trips  to  Israel  to  Jewish  young  people.  I  recommend  it   
  
One  niece  has  not,  as  far  as  I  can  tell,  pursued  Jewish  activities  except  for  participation  in  family  gatherings  that  

Hillel,  except  as  Hillel  represents  a  Jewish  organization.  One  niece  found  the  Hillel  services  not  welcoming  and  
pursued  her  Jewish  activities  with  family  members,  including  Talmud  study.  One  niece  participated  in  Hillel  
services.  She  wanted  to  contribute  more,  but  found  that  the  leadership  was  entrenched  and  had  no  interest  in  
including  others  at  a  leadership  level  or  in  ideas  that  others  might  contribute.  That  niece  has  decided  to  put  her  
energy  into  the  chess  club.  The  last  niece  found  that  Hillel  met  her  needs.  She  became  very  active  in  it  and  
wound  up  on  the  Board.    
  
These  four  young  women  represent  the  ways  that  Jews  interact  with  Jewish  organizations.  The  first  niece  

affiliated  with  Jewish  organizations.  The  other  three  represent  those  whose  activity  is  passive,  those  who  want  
to  do  mor
Jews  to  be  in  that  last  group,  but  that  is  not  the  reality.
