HOSHANA RABBAH 
By tradition, on Hoshana Rabbah, all the Torah scrolls are taken out of the Ark and are held by people standing 
around the bimah. The congregation then makes seven circuits around the bimah (instead of the one circuit done 
the other days of Sukkot) while reciting the Hoshanot prayers, with the lulav and etrog in hand. At the conclusion 
of the Hoshanot, we take a bundle of five willows, and with it we strike the ground five times, symbolizing the 
“tempering of the five measures of harshness.”
