Friends,

It’s been 13 years since I last had the honor to address you as President of our congregation. I want to
extend my thanks to Steve Teitel for his able stewardship over the last 2 years. I also wish to thank Ira
Cohen for his labors as Treasurer as well as thanking our past and current Vice-Presidents.

I must echo what all our previous presidents have said - that I will need your help to fulfill my duties. I
need you to assist me in facing a number of challenges over the coming year. One challenge is how to
confront rising costs. Other congregations have elected to merge and relocate to a common facility.

Any consideration of relocation should weigh these attributes against each
other.

We have engaging services that are by
any measure traditional, yet our minchag (custom) is informal — even relaxed. We are open to
suggestions to make the service meet your needs. Please speak to Leon, our gabbai, and to me with any
suggestions. If we all work and contribute together in a spirit of cooperation and mutual respect, we
can accomplish much.

I'd like to add a special note of appreciation to our Kiddush Committee who add to our enjoyment
every week. Thanks to Judith Mercer, Tammy Strubel, Aline Honickman, Paula Bobb and Steve Teitel.
We also extend our thanks to members Chris and Andrea Paprocki who recently relocated to Florida.
Andrea helped with the Kiddush Committee and Chris took care of our lawn for many years.

Remember, we join Temple Beth Am and Temple Beth David at Beth Am for Erev 15t Day Shavuot
services on Saturday evening, June 8th. The next morning, first day Shavuot morning services will be
held at BHBI.
