The expression “it’s déja vu all over again” is often attributed to Yogi Berra, but it is a sentiment that
surely is felt by most of us at as we enter 2022. At this time last year we had come through a terrible
2020 year, having witnessed the death of almost 390,000 people. Earlier this year it appeared that we
were over the hump and with vaccines were on the road to normalcy.

However, a brief jaunt
outside, exposed to the crisp morning air followed by a Shabbat service, may be all that you need to
overcome your ennui. We often have a stimulating discussion about the Torah parsha, that can sustain
your spirit through at least part of the weekend and even beyond.

So, please consider making a resolution to come to services more frequently.

We have heard that a former member, Moris Amon, is battling a serious illness. We extend our wishes
for his healing.

In the coming secular year, I wish you all health and happiness.
